Our 2nd Quarter Awards Assembly will be held 
this Wednesday, January 27th, at 1:30 pm in the church.  Staff will distribute 2nd Quarter Honor Roll, Christian 
Caring Awards and Homework Awards.  Parents are encouraged to join us.  See you there!!! 
 
Our school will be celebrating Catholic Schools’ Week beginning January 30th through February 6th, 2010!  We 
will kick off the festivities with an Open House in the Parish Hall on Saturday, January 30th after the evening 
Mass, and Sunday after the morning Masses and 1:00 p.m. Mass.  All adults may enter our FREE $200 raffle 
just for stopping by (must be over the age of 18, one entry per person).  Plus, after the St. Charles Parish 
Mass on  Saturday night  and Sunday morning, all currently enrolled families who bring a potential new 
family to  tour our beautiful campus are eligible to enter a second raffle for a $50 gift card to True 
Grits Uniform Co.  One gift card will be raffled after each Mass.  Families that bring 
multiple new families after different Masses are eligible to win multiple cards.  In addition, 
students who wear their FULL School Mass uniform to Mass will receive a Jeans Day Pass to be used on 
Monday, February 1st!  You must attend Mass and come to the parish hall to receive your Jeans Day Pass.  We 
look forward to seeing everyone there. 
   
5th Grade parents will host a FREE Pancake Breakfast on Sunday, January 31st after the 7:00, 8:30, 10:00 and 11:30 
am Masses.  The 6th Grade Class will host a Bake Sale after the Saturday evening Mass on January 30th and 
Sunday, January 31st after the 7:00, 8:30, 10:00, 11:30 am and 1:00 pm Mass.

St. Charles is accepting applications for the 2010-2011 school year.  If you know any families who are interested in 
enrolling their children in our school, please have them contact the school’s office at (619) 423-3701 and we will 
gladly give them a tour of our campus.  In addition, we are continuing the “Refer a Friend Program.”  All new 
applications will have a space available that will tell us how they heard about our school.  For each family 
referred, accepted and enrolled, the referring family will receive $250 credit to be used toward registration and/or 
tuition.  There is no limit to the number of families you can refer to receive the referral credit.  
 
Registration fees for the 2010-2011 school year are due soon.  The Advisory Council met on Monday, November

2010-2011 Registration 

The Advisory Council met on Monday, November 16, 2009 and set fees for the 2010-11 School Year.  The 2010-11 
Registration Fee for returning students is $300 and $325 for new students.  Book rental fees will remain $200 per 
family.   Keep in mind that you will receive a $50 discount, per registration if the fees are paid by the deadline 
dates.  
  

Returning Students: 
Families will receive a discount if the Registration Fee is paid on or before the following dates: 
 1st Child – Tuesday, February 9, 2010 
 2nd Child – Tuesday, February 23, 2010 
 3rd Child – Tuesday, March 9, 2010 
 4th and 5th Child – Tuesday, March 23, 2010 
  

Payment must be received before the office closes on these dates. 
  

Once the school receives a Registration Fee, it is non-refundable.  This is a deposit to hold your child(ren)’s 
space.  If you change your mind the school may have turned away potential new students in the meantime.  
 

All accounts must be up-to-date in order for your Registration Fee(s) to be applied toward registration.  If your 
accounts are not up-to-date, money sent in for registration will be applied to accounts with a balance.  These 
accounts include your tuition, extended care, hot lunch, etc.  We expect you to complete half of your Service 
Point commitment by February 1st. 
  

We will hold spaces for students currently enrolled at St. Charles Catholic School until March 23rd. If you are 
unable to pay the fees by March 23rd, you must make an appointment with Mr. Stutz before March 12, 2010 to 
discuss options.  Otherwise it will be assumed that you do not wish to re-enroll your child (ren).  New students 
will be tested in March and empty spaces will be filled.
