Night at the Oscars

February 9th will be “Night as the Oscars.” From 7:00 pm to 9:00 pm come in and enjoy our children performing. You can also support the school by bidding on several items gathered by each of the classes in our live and silent auctions. 

Always wanted that big screen TV? If you already have the TV of your dreams, then take the cash. This year it’s your choice, TV or cash. So don’t forget to purchase those raffle tickets. Seating is limited so purchase your tickets in advance.  Our snack bar, this year, will feature hot dogs, nachos, candy, Cracker Jacks, sodas and water.

Still need to earn service points? Get out there and sell, sell, sell. Every two (2) advanced purchase tickets sold will get you one (1) service point; money must be turned into the office by Friday, February 1st at NOON. 

Why should you attend? You should attend to support the children and St. Charles School. A portion of the proceeds will support the campus beautification program. This is especially important as we may obtain a grant matching all proceeds earned. 

Students who are dropped off at the meeting by parents/guardians must be picked up by 9:30 pm. A one dollar ($1) per minute per child charge will be assessed to all students who are not picked up by that time.

Campus Beautification

The beautification program is a program designed to improve the students “quality of life” at school. Some of the beautification plans are new windows in the classrooms, new stucco for the main school building, new grass for the field, replacing asphalt with grass to give the students cooler places to sit, and a lot more. St. Charles PTG is aiming to raise $250,000 in support of this program and there may be a generous grant matching the funds that are raised, bringing the total to over $500,000 worth of improvements.

2008-09 Registration 

The Advisory Council will meet tonight.  Registration fees for the 2008-09 School Year will be set at this meeting.  We will announce the fees in the parent newsletter on Monday, February 4, 2008.  If there is an increase it will probably be minimal.  The 2007-08 Registration Fee for returning students was $225.   

Returning Students:

Families will receive a discount if the Registration Fee is paid on or before the following dates:
· 1st  Child – Tuesday, February 12, 2008

· 2nd  Child – Tuesday, February 26, 2008

· 3rd Child – Tuesday, March 11, 2008

· 4th and 5th Child – Tuesday, March 25, 2008

Payment must be received before the office closes on these dates.

Once the school receives registration fees, they are non-refundable.  This is a deposit to hold your child(ren)’s space.  If you change your mind the school has turned away potential new students.

All accounts must be up-to-date for your registration fees to be applied toward registration.  If your accounts are not up-to-date, money sent in for registration will be applied to accounts with an open balance.  These accounts include your Contributed Service Point Commitment, as well as your tuition, extended care, hot lunch and so forth.
We will hold spaces for students currently enrolled at St. Charles Catholic School until March 25. If you are unable to pay the fees by March 25, you must make an appointment with Mr. Stutz before March 7, 2008 to discuss options; otherwise it will be assumed that you do not wish to re-enroll your child(ren).  New students will be tested in April and empty spaces will be filled.

Let us also remember that all service points must be completed by May 13.  Families that fail to complete all points will not be offered a 2008-09 Tuition Agreement and will lose their child(ren)’s place in the school even if registration fees have been received prior to this date.
