 LOVE ONE ANOTHER 
 
 In the Gospel for the Sixth Sunday of Easter we are met 
with an extraordinary challenge: Jesus commands us to “love one 
another as I love you” (John 15:12).

“shows partiality” to the Jews, sharing divine love exclusively 
with them. Christ has revealed that God’s love extends to all peo-
ple, and so should ours.
