Charles (Carlo) Barromeo was born to a wealthy and noble fam-
ily on October 2, 1538 in the castle at Aron, Italy. His parents were
Count Gilbert II Borromeo and Margherita de ‘Medici. He was the
| third of six children. At the age of 12, he dedicated himself to a life
of service to the Church.

As a young man, he suffered from a speech impediment that
made him appear slow to those who did not know him. Despite this
challenge, he performed well and impressed his teachers. He stud-
ied in Milan and the University of Pavia. He became a civil and
canon lawyer at the age of 21.

His uncle, Cardinal Giovanni Angelo Medici who later became
Pope Pius 1V, asked Charles to come to Rome and appointed him as
a cardinal.
