Matthew 17: 1-9 Gospel Reflection: The Mountaintop

for an astounding mountaintop experience. Imagine yourself with Jesus, Peter,
James, and John. You’ve come to the top of the mountain and Elisha and Moses
show up. You hear Peter say, "It is good that we are here," and suggest building a
tent, so that everyone can stay on the mountain. The next moment on the moun-
tain prompts us to ask a very profound question of ourselves.

Oftentimes when we experience something spiritual, the first thing we

csmacm terialize the spiritual truths God is sharing with us, we must pause and ask our-
selves: Am I going to live like a tourist, or a pilgrim?

A tourist focuses on the things of this world. A tourist ignores the spiritual and lives with a finite perspective.
When a tourist finds themselves at the top of this mountain, they want to build a tent and stay a while. They want to hold
on to the moment in a worldly way.

A pilgrim, on the other hand, focuses on heaven. He or she lives with intentionality and prioritizes the opportu-
nity to build a treasure in heaven over the opportunity to build a treasure on earth. = When he makes his mountaintop
experience material, Peter is acting like a tourist. He is trying to turn a spiritual experience into something he can hold on
to and control. Jesus does not respond to Peter directly. Instead, we hear the voice of God the Father say: "This is my
beloved Son in whom I'm well pleased. Listen to him." This simple command refocuses Peter. And it can refocus us
today, too. Ask yourself: How well am I listening to Jesus? When is the last time I really turned to Jesus and said, "All
right, Jesus, what do you think? What should I do in this situation? What do you want me to think about?" When is the
last time you cracked your Bible open to the Gospels, mid-week, and began to read the life and teachings of Jesus?
When was the last time you paused to listen deeply to all that Jesus wants to say to you? The question has never been
whether or not Jesus is speaking to us. The question is, are we listening?
