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From the Desk of Fr. Emilio
Re-Opening of the Church

WEARING MASKS
Parishioners must wear masks before entering the church and throughout Mass. Children under the age of 2 are not re-
quired to wear masks. The only time you will take your mask off is when you receive Communion.

SANITIZING YOUR HANDS
Hand sanitizer will be available at the doors of the church.

ENTERING AND LEAVING CHURCH
Please do not arrive too early or plan to stay long after Mass because we will need to allow enough time to sanitize be-
tween Masses.

MASS

Communion will now be under one species. Communion will be solely on the hand.

Missals & songbooks will no longer be used. Computer monitors will be used.

Mass will now be with ONE cantor & ONE musician.

Ushers will not come around to take up the collection. Rather, a box will be placed in front of the first pew at every sta-
tion where you can place your envelope or cash contribution when you come up for communion. I’d strongly encourage
you to sign up for online-giving through our website Saintcharles.org if you haven’t done so. It is safe and secure and
you can set it up to make your weekly contribution recurring. You can call the parish office for more information on
how to sign up for online giving.

DECALS FOR PHYSICAL DISTANCING AND MARKING OF PEWS

Decals will be placed on the church floor in order to help us maintain the proper physical distance as we enter and exit
church as well as to properly space us out as we receive Holy Communion. Pews will be marked to show where parish-
ioners are able to be seated. We will also have to tape off pews throughout the church. An important note: It will not be
necessary for families who live in the same household to physically distance.

PHYSICAL DISTANCING AND HOLY COMMUNION

We will need to maintain physical distance not only when seated but also when coming up for Communion. We’ll also
need to maintain physical distance when entering and exiting the church. Decals will be on the floor indicating how peo-
ple should be spaced. For the time being, we need to change our Communion lines. There will not be enough physical
space to have two lines coming up the center aisle. Therefore, we will have only three Communion stations: one station
for each aisle (Center, East & West wing). Maintaining physical distance, you will come up the aisle to receive Com-
munion, and the ministers of Holy Communion will sanitize their hands before distributing Communion and will wear a
mask while distributing Communion. The ministers of Holy Communion are not allowed to wear gloves to distribute
Communion, nor are you allowed to wear gloves when receiving Communion. If the minister of Holy Communion acci-
dentally makes contact with someone while giving out Communion, they will place the ciborium on the table next to
them, sanitize their hands, and then continue to distribute Holy Communion. After you have received Communion you
may exit the church. (Final blessing will be given before Communion)

DISINFECTING THE CHURCH: We will wipe down the pews, railings, door knobs, and bathroom after each Mass,
but we will be using fewer pews since we will have to maintain physical distance during Mass.

THOSE WHO SHOULD STAY HOME

The first thing I’d like to emphasize is that I am strongly encouraging the elderly and other people who are at risk to
please refrain from attending Mass when we return. I know this is a sacrifice for you, but I want you to stay healthy and
safe. We will coordinate a way to safely bring you Holy Communion. Also, when we return to Mass, if you have any
symptoms of any type of illness, you absolutely must stay home. Please keep in mind that we must care for one another
during this time.

No se requiere que los nifilos meno-
res de 2 aflos usen cubre bocas . La inica vez que te quitaras la cubre bocas es cuando recibas la Comunion.

SANITIZANDO TUS MANOS
El desinfectante de manos estara disponible en las puertas de la iglesia.

ENTRAR Y SALIR DE LA IGLESIA
No llegue demasiado temprano ni planee quedarse mucho tiempo después de la misa porque necesitaremos tiempo sufi-
ciente para desinfectar entre Misas.

MISA

La comunion ahora estara bajo una especie. La comunion sera unicamente en la mano.

Misales y libros de canciones ya no se utilizaran. Se utilizaran monitores de computadora.

La misa ahora sera con UN cantor y UN musico.

Los ujieres no recogeran la colecta. Mas bien, se colocara una caja en frente de la primera banca en cada estacion donde
podra colocar su sobre o contribucion en efectivo cuando vaya a la comunion. Si no lo ha hecho, se le recomienda que
se registre para donaciones en linea a través de nuestro sitio web Saintcharles.org. Es seguro y puede configurarlo para
que su contribuciéon semanal sea recurrente. Puede llamar a la oficina parroquial para obtener mas informacion sobre
como inscribirse para recibir donaciones en linea.

CALCOMANTIAS PARA DISTANCIAS FISICAS Y MARCADO DE BANCAS

Se colocaran calcomanias en el piso de la iglesia para ayudarnos a mantener la distancia fisica adecuada al entrar y salir
de la iglesia, asi como para espaciarnos adecuadamente mientras recibimos la Sagrada Comunién. Los bancos se mar-
caran para mostrar donde podran sentarse los feligreses. También tendremos que bloquear las bancas en toda la iglesia.
Una nota importante: no sera necesario que las familias que viven en el mismo hogar se alejen fisicamente.

DISTANCIA FISICA Y SANTA COMUNION

Tendremos que mantener la distancia fisica no solo cuando estemos sentados, sino también cuando nos acercamos a la
comunion. También necesitaremos mantener una distancia fisica al entrar y salir de la iglesia. Las calcomanias estaran
en el piso indicando como deben espaciarse las personas. Por el momento, necesitamos cambiar nuestras filas de comu-
nion. No habra suficiente espacio fisico para que dos lineas suban por el pasillo central. Por lo tanto, tendremos solo tres
estaciones de Comunién: una estacion para cada pasillo (centro, ala este y oeste). Manteniendo la distancia fisica, se
formaran en el pasillo para recibir la Comunidn, y los ministros de la Sagrada Comunion desinfectaran sus manos antes
de distribuir la Comunién y usaran cubre bocas mientras distribuyen la Comunién. Los ministros de la Sagrada Comu-
nion no pueden usar guantes para distribuir la Comunion, ni se les permite usar guantes al recibir la Comunién. Si el
ministro de la Sagrada Comunion accidentalmente hace contacto con alguien mientras entrega la Comunion, se colo-
caran copones en la mesa junto a ellos, desinfectaran sus manos y luego continuaran distribuyendo la Sagrada Comu-
nién. Después de haber recibido la comunion, puede salir de la iglesia. (La bendicion final se dara antes de la comunion)

DESINFECTANDO LA IGLESIA:
Limpiaremos las bancas, barandas, perillas de las puertas y el bafio después de cada Misa, pero usaremos menos bancas
ya que tendremos que mantener la distancia fisica durante la Misa.

AQUELLOS QUE DEBEN QUEDARSE EN CASA Lo primero que me gustaria enfatizar es que animo encarecida-
mente a las personas mayores y otras personas que estan en riesgo de abstenerse de asistir a misa cuando regresemos. S¢é
que esto es un sacrificio para ustedes, pero quiero que se mantengan sanos y seguros. Coordinaremos alguna manera de
traerle de manera segura la Sagrada Comunion. Ademas, cuando regresemos a Misa, si tiene algun sintoma de algun
tipo de enfermedad, debe quedarse en casa. Tenga en cuenta que debemos cuidarnos unos a otros durante este tiempo.
