 The scriptures of Israel are filled with many stories of barren couples 
who were miraculously granted the gift of children by God.

They abandoned their own presuppositions and prejudices 
about the workings of the world and turned their lives over to belief in a God 
who can make life grow where none ought to; a God who can turn death 

around into a new and unimagined life; a God who can, today, take a tiny child of humble parents in an insignifi-
cant town and make him into a light for all the world. This is what we, as God’s holy family, are called to do 
each day: to trust not in ourselves and the way we think things should be, but to open ourselves and surrender 
ourselves in faith to a God of endless promise.
